After a first experience in 2007 with Joël Fouquer’s car, a retired pilot for the Gordini 
Cup, our little team was now dreaming of returning to the Castellet circuit to take part 
in the 100 Tours de la Régularité VH [100 Laps Regularity Contest]. This event is 
organised for SOS Retinite [SOS Retinitis] and is a unique opportunity to drive on the 
beautiful Paul Ricard circuit, venue for the famous G day of 1970. 
 
Joël Fouquer and his car being unavailable, we register my yellow Renault 8 Gordini, 
with Richard Ango and Christophe Bouchet as my co-drivers. Assistance and timing 
will be the affair of Jérôme Le Moine and Jean Michel Bracq. This team is entirely 
made up of Losange enthusiasts, the five us owning a portfolio of cars going from the 
Dauphine Proto to the Clio Williams, via the Renault 8 Gordini, Renault 17 Gordini, 

Renault 5 Alpine, Renault 5 Alpine Turbo, Renault 5 Turbo 2, Renault 5 GT Turbo, Fuego Turbo, Alpine A110 1300 and 4-
cylinder A310. 
And what a pleasure to share our stand with the Jean Charles Redele team, which registered its superb Alpine M64 this 
year. The man uses this event (outside the French Racing Federation calendar of official events) as a chance to get his 
mechanics and Jean Jacques Mancel, editor-in-chief of Berlinette Mag, behind the wheel.

Each driver in the team completes timed tests. The team chooses a “reference time”. It is 
then a question of driving 6h00, with driver changes, while trying to remain as close as 
possible to this reference time. Each 1/100 s too quick or too slow equates to a penalty 
point. The team with the least penalties wins the event. Speed therefore does not come 
into it, since each team is free to set the time they want. 
At this little game, we end up in the middle of the results table, pleased to have spent the 
weekend at a long-distance racing event, with its refuelling pit stops, driver change-overs and practically no mechanical 
interventions. Our little 1296 will have undergone 2h00 of testing and 6h00 of racing without a hiccup, likely as pleased as 
we were to stretch its engine on such a track. We’ll be back, you can count on it!

13th/19th August 2011 �  Speed Week 
 
 

"A RECORD TO BEAT!" 
 

Although the blue jeans car has seen many things and been 
crowned with many a record in its long and fruitful career 
(8,135,424 units sold in more than 100 pays in 31 years on the 
market), this has got to be the first time it has been fitted with a 
290 HP engine to try to reach 280 km/h on a straight! 

  
Presented for the 1st time during the 3rd 4L International by the 
Bonneville Triplettes and Renault Classic, the Renault 4 van, 
dubbed Saline4Fun, will take part in Speed Week at Salt Lake 
City (Utah) between 13th and 19th August 2011 to try to beat 
the speed record on the famous Bonneville (USA) salt lake.

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Introducing Speed Week 
 
It is on the Salt Flats, located 160 km to the East of Salt Lake City, that the SCTA (Southern California Timing 
Association) has been organising Speed Week since 1949. A part of the lake’s water evaporates every summer, 
depositing a very flat crust of salt, which is very conducive to speed. The only problems are the 1,200-metre altitude, 
which is no friend, and a temperature nearing 45 degrees.  
For a whole week, more than 500 competitors every year try to beat speed records, on bikes or in cars, sometimes even 
in trucks. There are several categories according to the type of vehicle, its age and its level of customisation.  
The runs (or record attempts) take place on any one of 3 tracks of the participant’s choice, each fitted with timing 
capsules every mile. If your speed exceeds that of the current record in your category, the car is placed in a locked 
paddock. The following morning, all competitors who are in the same position must renew their feat and, if the average of 
the two runs remains above the record, the record is yours!!  

2011 edition programme 
 
Everything will start with two days of technical checks on 11th and 12th August.  
On 13th August, the opening ceremony will officially launch the racing week. On 19th August at noon, the runs and the 
chance to put your name to a record in 2011 come to an end.
